would answer that He has judged America. Our
national sins have borne an awful judgment already. All
of us are praying for the unrighteousness in our country.

But this is not what we are talking about when we
talk about the judgment of Sodom and Gomorrah. The
judgment on those cities was a total judgment. It was
annihilation!

America does deserve a judgment far worse than the
natural judgment it is now receiving. Why has not God
brought this judgment on us? Some would say that it has
been kind to the Jew.

Doubtless if He judges our nation He will in a
special sense protect those who love Him and are obedi-
ent to Him.
