Fundamentalism, with such a stalwart beginning, spawn
the New-Evangelicalism? An honest historian must
admit that the “new” evangelicalism came from Funda-
mentalism. [s all of this a cause-effect situation? Must the
essence of true Christianity be “blamed” for Catholicism,
and the essence of Biblical Fundamentalism be “blamed”
for New-Evangelicalism? The answer ought to be obvi-
ous. So it is with Keswick. Movements and organizations
with honorable early history often by the frailties of
human leadership eventually slide into compromised
later history. Thus our title “Which Keswick?”

The subtitle “The Timeless Truth of Sanctifica-
tion by Faith” reveals that the issue is not a term but
a teaching. Sanctification by faith is taught through-
out the New Testament. Faith accesses grace and,
therefore, brings the believer into vital union and
communion with the ministry of the Holy Spirit. Of
course, God is constantly moving and working, but
in order for the believer to benefit from that working
he must walk by faith.

Today, as in the days of Keswick’s beginning,
there has been among some a re-discovery of truth
regarding one’s inheritance in Christ, the power of
the Spirit to live the life of Jesus through a believer
for practical holiness and powerful service, and the
access of faith to the high standard of the promises of
God. In short, there seems to be a heightened aware-
ness that many believers are living far below their
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before 1875. Also, if first generation Keswick teaching
is simply the New Testament teaching which practi-
cally connects believers with the poweér-source of the
indwelling Christ, then it would follow that Satan
would delight in bringing the fog of confusion around
this teaching then and now to hinder believers from liv-
ing Spirit-empowered lives which threaten his turf.

Let me emphasize that this teaching of which we
are speaking did not begin in 1875 with the first year
of Keswick. We believe it is the simple New Testa-
ment teaching of “Christ in you” (Col. 1:27). It is
the “I live, yet not I, but Christ liveth in me . . . by
faith” of Galatians 2:20. These concepts are not new
to many modern Christians. However, many do not
depend on these realities and, thus, live in defeat
instead of victory. As a London clergyman said in the
days which led up to Keswick’s beginning, “It is not
new, though it may be new to you. Holy men of God
of all ages have yearned after victory over daily sin,
and found it in the Indwelling of the Victor.”

For example, years earlier John Bunyan’s testi-
mony rings with the reality of “the mystery of the
union of Christ.” He wrote, “Further, the Lord did
also lead me into the mystery of union with the Son
of God . . . By this also was my faith in him, as my
righteousness, the more confirmed in me; for if he
and I were one, then his righteousness was mine, his
merits mine, his victory also mine.”
